Tool Use and Care:
•  	 IMPORTANT: When cutting, hold knives flat against material while applying light, 

even pressure. Do not force tool through material, as this may cause jamming, a 
rough cut, or damage.

•	 Use clamps or other practical way to secure and support the work piece to a stable platform. 
Holding the work by hand, or against your body, is unstable and may lead to loss of control.

•	 Do not use tool if switch does not turn it on or off. Any tool that cannot be controlled with the 
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

•	 Store tools out of reach of children and other untrained persons. Tools are dangerous to 
untrained users.

•	 Maintain tools with care. Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained tools with sharp 
edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control. Do not use a damaged tool. Tag damaged 
tools as “Do not use” until repaired

•	 Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts, or other condition that 
may affect operation. If damaged, have tool serviced before using. Accidents are often caused by 
poorly maintained tools.

•	 Use only accessories that are recommended by the manufacturer for your model. Accessories 
that may be suitable for one tool may become hazardous when used on another tool.

Electrical Safety
•	 Double-insulated tools are equipped with a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other). If 

the plug does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified 
electrician to install a polarized outlet. Do not change the plug in any way. Double insulation 
eliminates the need for the three-wire grounded power cord and grounded power supply system.

•	 Avoid body contact with ground surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges, and refrigerators. There 
is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is grounded.

Blade-change sequence:
A) 	When the two side knives have rounded about 

half their width (see illustration), they can be 
swapped left-to-right for new cutting edges.

B) 	When both edges of each side knife have 
rounded about half their width, swap them 
end-to-end for two new cutting edges.

C) 	When all edges have worn down, obtain 
replacements from your dealer.

D) 	When side knives are worn out, the center 
blade should also be replaced.

A)	 Loosen (do not remove) 
rear-most cap screw from head.

B)	 Remove middle cap screw 
(don’t lose spacer bushing).

C)	 Remove front cap screw (don’t lose pivot bushing).
D)	 Pull knives and blade assembly from head, then swap knives (shown below).
E)	 Re-insert pivot bushing and install assembly into head.
F)	 Replace cap screws (including spacer bushing on middle screw) and tighten 

all three cap screws.
G)	 Place the cutting head and blade assembly on motor body and torque all 

three cap screws to 40 inch-pounds.

A)	 Back the eccentric bearing nut off with an impact 
wrench, starting at the lowest setting.

B)	 Replace the bearing and nut assembly on the 
shaft and tighten the bearing nut snugly.

C)	 Replace the cutting head and blade assembly on 
motor body and torque all three cap screws to 40 
inch-pounds.
